Dear parishioners,
The best things seem to happen by accident. In 1979, while I was head
of religious education at the Marlborough Comprehensive School,
Woodstock, Patrick Rodger, Bishop of Manchester, was appointed
Bishop of Oxford. But I was not simply teaching at the school. Since the
rector of the parish of Woodstock had retired, during the inter-regnum
I was also conducting services at the parish church.

And so it was that one Sunday morning, the newly-appointed bishop
and his wife attended the 8 o’clock Holy Communion at St Mary’s, and
he asked “Who are you?”
“A runaway Welsh priest,” I replied.
“In that case,” he said, “you had better come and have a sherry.”

What followed was no less extraordinary. “I’m patron of this parish
called Whitchurch on Thames,” he said. “I’ve never been there. I know
nothing about it. But if you agree I will appoint you as rector.” (He had
obviously made some enquiries about me.)

So… Ann and I, in our two cars with our four sons and our daughter,
went to take a look. This was a village accessed by a toll bridge over the
Thames and covered in deep snow. I went into the Ferryboat and asked
“Does anybody know anything about the church?” I received blank
looks from the people at the bar. But somebody found a churchwarden
who unlocked the church and let us into a typical Gothic-revival
remake on much earlier foundations. The roof timbers were ancient,
similar to St Silin’s.

But it was the rectory that interested the family, an extensive, noble,
tatty, peeled and patched Georgian pile bristling with sash-windows.
‘‘I haven’t got a key,” said the churchwarden. But the key to my store-
room at the school fitted the back door and let us in.
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We are greeted with a blast of icy wind. Icicles were hanging from the
taps. The children charged around, whooping. “Dad, I’ve found a
ballroom!” “I’ve found another ballroom!” I thought about the
electricity bills and made up my mind. “No way am I coming here.” “
Shut up, dad,” they said. “We’ve chosen our bedrooms.”

And so it was that for the next 21 years I was Rector of Whitchurch on
Thames. Nor was my appointment to Llansilin any less unanticipated.
We had spent 13 years in a small village in southwest France. But after
Ann had her stroke it was felt that we should be in the UK to be more
accessible to the family. And so we ended up in Llanrhaeadr, and then
here. There’s a charmed life to it. I’m not saying the things we plan
work out badly. But those we don’t are a great deal better.

And so to Lent. There will be a celebration of the Holy Communion at
St Silin’s at 7 p.m. on Ash Wednesday, 10th February. The last series of
Lent talks I gave whilst I was at Whitchurch was on St Mark’s Gospel,
written probably in Rome about A.D. 60-65. This year I’m going to the
other extreme. The Gospel According to St John was written probably
AD 90-110. We will be meeting in the parish room on Wednesdays at
7 pm beginning on 17th February. Do come, I promise it will not be
boring.

This year confirmation classes will take place in the autumn since a
confirmation service is planned in the Mithrafal deanery in October or
November. Please let me know if you are interested.

In conjunction with the school at Llangedwyn I am planning a slide
show depicting scenes from the nativity. We will be taking pictures of
the children in nativity costumes as the opportunity arises. To start off
we need snow and lambs to accompany our nativity shepherds and
angels. That should be fun.

It was largely Owain
Glyndŵr’s fault that the original St Silin’s church was burnt to the
ground, so it is entirely fitting that his support should be obtained to
prevent its replacement falling down, and 2016 is an appropriate year,
since it marks the 400th anniversary of his death. Allegedly.

To commemorate the quartercentenary the Friends of Llansilin Church
are planning a special event to raise funds to maintain the fabric of the
building. At the moment it is in the planning stage but it is hoped to
involve words, music and art on a summer evening. Full details will be
advertised later.

Meanwhile FoLC has already embarked on its first project for the
benefit of the whole community. The path leading to the church from
the corner of School Lane is to be resurfaced and provided with
lighting, This is an important improvement because the entrance to the
north gate can be difficult to negotiate and the path is often slippery
and hazardous in darkness. The project will provide safe access for
everyone visiting the churchyard and the parish room.

The Friends are now contemplating their future fundraising and as
well as the Glyndwr quartercentenary, a barn dance is on the agenda,
and a wine tasting evening. There is also the possibility of
demonstrations by a medieval re-enactment group.

Meanwhile FoLC is incredibly grateful for the generosity of Simon
Jones’s family who have donated half the collection from Simon’s
funeral to the Friends. They are now speaking to the family about the
best way use the donation.

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So did Owain die?
We know that Owain Glyndwr was born at Sycharth, we think it was
in 1359. But when did he die? It is a topic of endless speculation, but by
general consent 1416 is the most likely year, so now we can celebrate
the quartercentenary of the death of our local – and national – hero.

Since he was offered a royal pardon in July 1415 we can assume he was
alive then, though it was never accepted. Most historians agree that by
1417 he was dead, so 1416 seems a reasonable guess.

The English chroniclers of the time insisted that he was a rebel and a
traitor who deserved a wretched death, wandering and starving in the
wilderness. Edward Halle, echoing them a century later wrote; “For
being destitute of all comfort, dreading to show his face to any creature,
lacking meat to sustain nature, for pure hunger and lack of food, he
miserably ended his wretched life.”

There is, inevitably, a counter argument that, as was not unusual with
troublemakers, a tacit agreement existed by which the miscreant kept
quiet and the authorities turned a blind eye. By that tradition Owain
lived quietly with his in-laws and finally died and was buried without
ceremony at Monnington in Herefordshire.

But what do the Welsh chroniclers say? Adam of Usk, who served with
Owain in the retinue of the Earl of Arundel and presumably knew him
well wrote; “After four years in hiding from the king and kingdom,
Owain Glyndŵr died, and was buried by his followers in the darkness
of night. His grave was discovered by his enemies, however, so he had
to be re-buried, though it is impossible to discover where it was laid.”

The contemporary Annals of Wales says that on St Matthew’s day 1415
he went into hiding in an unknown place. ““Very many say that he
died; the seers do not.”
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So perhaps he sleeps. There is a tradition that, like Arthur and his
knights in Avalon, Glyndŵr and his men are sleeping in a cave in
Gwent until the hour of Wales’ greatest need.

So far there have been no reported sightings of them at Twickenham.

But we still remember Catrin – a
victim of the bloody Tower
While none of Glyndŵr’s sons survived or has a marked grave his
daughter Catrin has a memorial in the City of London. She was
married to Sir Edmund Mortimer, uncle to the Earl of March, while he
was being held captive by her father. In Shakespeare’s Henry IV part I
neither can speak the other’s
language, so the father-in-law
has to translate. Evidently
one of the Bard’s actors could
speak fluent Welsh.

Edmund died fighting for
Glyndŵr at the siege of
Harlech in 1409. Catrin was
later captured with her three
daughters and all were
imprisoned in the Tower of
London, where they died.

In 1413 Catrin and two of her
daughters were buried in the
churchyard of St Swithin’s
and in 2001 a memorial,
pictured right, was unveiled there by the actress Sîan Phillips.

Keeping the village in order
Members of the Community Council have continued to hold
bi-monthly meetings over the winter and have reported on
issues of importance for the residents including poor road
conditions, dog fouling, domestic waste and recycling, and
abandoned vehicles. Some of these issues have seen progress,
albeit at a steady pace, in others it seems we have been
defeated. We shall continue to take small steps to help keep
our village and surrounding areas in order.

Powys County Council has encouraged residents and
businesses alike to complete a dog fouling survey to support
future initiatives to tackle this issue.
